Directions to Ballyduff
1. From Flynn’s Guest House, Cappoquin to St. Michael’s Hall, Ballyduff

· Get a direction from your landlady, as to what road to take to drive through the town of Cappoquin taking the road for Lismore, and drive straight to Lismore which will take approx 3 miles. 

· When you reach the bridge, take a right for Ballyduff Upper, and drive straight for approx 5 miles.

· St. Michael’s Hall will be first building you will meet in the village of Ballyduff on your right.
(if you prefer to pass by your friend’s accommodations on the way, then take a different route from Lismore as follows. When you reach the bridge outside Lismore, drive straight over it and drive straight into the town of Lismore. At the monument in the centre of town, take a right and drive straight up the town, keeping to the right of the y-junction at the top of town. Drive straight (passing by Hornibrooks motor dealers), and take the next right. Northgrove B&B is the second house on the left. Then if you continue on that road, after over a mile you will reach Kay Barry’s self-catering cottages on the right. She is down a laneway. Then continue on by taking the directions as below)
2. From Kay Barry’s self-catering cottages, Glencairn to St. Michael’s Hall, Ballyduff

· After entering the main road from the accommodation, take a right and drive straight for approx 2 miles or so until you reach a crossroads. Take a right. 

· Drive straight for approx 1 mile to Ballyduff by crossing over the bridge, and enter the village of Ballyduff. Take a right at the t-junction in the centre of the village, and drive up to St. Michael’s Hall which is on your left.

3. From Northgrove B&B, Glencairn to St. Michael’s Hall, Ballyduff

· After entering the main road from the accommodation, take a left and drive straight (passing by your friends in Kay Barry’s self-catering cottages!) for approx 3 miles or so until you reach a crossroads. Take a right.

· Drive straight for approx 1 mile to Ballyduff by crossing over the bridge, and enter the village of Ballyduff. Take a right at the t-junction in the centre of the village, and drive up to St. Michael’s Hall which is on your left.
